1. RULES.

1.1. The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.  VHF radios shall not be used by competitors while racing. A protest flag must be displayed as a protest requirement. (This modifies RRS 61.1 (a)) State law requires a USCG approved PFD for each person on board and a throwable cushion.
2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY.

2.1. The Regatta is open to all Flying Scot sailors registered with the FSSA for 2015.  The Michigan Ontario District trophy can only be awarded to 2015 paid members of the Michigan Ontario District.  Enter by completing the Entry Form (below), choosing the Championship or Challenger division, and submitting it along with the required fee .

2.2. If fewer than three boats register for the Challenger division, all boats will be scored in the Championship division
3. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS.

4. The Sailing Instructions will be available at registration on Saturday morning. 

5. VENUE.

5.1. Portage Yacht Club, on Portage Lake, is 14 miles northwest of Ann Arbor at 8900 Dexter-Pinckney Rd., Pinckney, Michigan  48169.
On-site launching and mooring sites are available. See www.ms-pyc.com for information on the Club, a map, and a link to current weather conditions. 
6. THE COURSES.

6.1. Races will be sailed around movable buoys set in triangular or windward-leeward configurations.

6.2. Five races are planned.

7. Scoring
7.1. Point Scoring of Appendix A shall apply except that a boat’s series will be the total of her race scores, and first place finishes shall be scored as 0.75 points.  (This modifies RRS A4.)
7.2. One race will constitute a series.

7.3. Prizes will be awarded for the first three place finishes of the Championship Division and first place of the Challenger Division (if applicable). 
7.4. The Fanshawe Trophy will be awarded to the highest place finisher in the Championship Division that is a member of the Michigan-Ontario district.
8. FAMILY AND SPECTATORS.

8.1. Family and guests of competitors are welcome to attend and use the Portage Yacht Club facilities during the regatta, including showers as well as the upper deck, which provides as excellent view of the racing area.  No pets allowed.

Invitational Regatta Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests.
