5. VENUE.

5.1. Portage Yacht Club, on Portage Lake, is
14 miles northwest of Ann Arbor at 8900
Dexter-Pinckney Rd., Pinckney, Michigan

to current weather conditions.

6. THE COURSES.

6.1. Races will be sailed around movable
buoys set in triangular or windward-
leeward configurations.
